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As part of our Wellbeing commitment to our students, Cloverdale Primary School has organised workshops from Yogamigos. Yogamigos provides an instructor who will come to school and run Yoga sessions with each class. 

The sessions will focus on age-appropriate yoga and mindfulness poses and techniques. The sessions will include: 
· Warm-Up: Gentle stretches and breathing exercises to prepare the body and focus the mind. 
· Yoga Practice: Simple poses that improve flexibility, balance, and strength, combined with mindful movement. 
· Mindfulness Activities: Basic breathing techniques and guided visualisation to help manage stress and enhance concentration. 
· Cool Down: Gentle stretches and a brief reflection to consolidate the practices learned. 

Yoga is a great way to practice mindfulness and is supported by the Health and Physical Education Curriculum. There is no cost for this incursion which is planned for Thursday, 24 October 2024, and Friday, 25 October 2024. 

Each class will receive either a 30 or 45 minute session. 

We are looking forward to welcoming Yogamigos to our school.
